Free Computer and Broadband for Low Income Parents (England)

The Government has just announced a new scheme that will provide low income families with a free computer and free broadband access. The aim of the £300 million Home Access programme is to close the digital and educational divide between rich and poor and will help make England one of the first countries in the world to ensure that young people can use a computer and the internet at home for their education. 

When something like this comes out, the school always tries its best to help our pupils and families to take advantage BUT unfortunately, in this case we can only notify you of the scheme.

Basically, if the child is between the ages of 7-14, and are entitled to free schools meals or are on certain benefits, they will be able to apply for a grant to buy a computer and broadband connection from an approved supplier.

“Dear Mr Cefai
This is just a short note to say a very big thank you to the Sacred Heart Roman Catholic School pupils from 8B for the lovely hamper they brought me just before Christmas and for the lovely carols they sang too.

It was a pleasure to meet such lovely young people who took the trouble to visit me in my 88th year and to carry the hamper into my flat.

Please pass on my heartfelt thanks to all those who donated the lovely food and to those in class 8B for the delivery.

When we read so much about the ‘few’, I am sure, ‘naughty’ youngsters who cause untold havoc to their neighbourhoods it is a credit to you, your staff and your school that it produces such lovely young people who would be a boon to any community.

I am fortunate that they live in mine. This is not just a ‘one off’ either – my daughter went on a pilgrimage to Lourdes in 2008 arranged by the Sacred Heart Church and including a party of pupils from the Sacred Heart School (Year 11 I think) and she too, remarked upon the maturity, helpful demeanour and courtesy of her fellow pilgrims.

They carried the bags of the older pilgrims, pushed the two wheelchairs used by Joan and Michael Gould, attended and served all the scheduled Masses, and in the evenings, after the torchlight procession, went out in pursuit of religious objects and mementoes for their families; my daughter was much impressed.

All of this good work carried out with cheerful good humour despite the hotel’s meagre food rations, and some very strange menu choices.  One or two of the youngsters suggested the group offered it up as a penance, as they headed out for ‘Le McDonalds’!

We do not read enough about such young people in the press, whose journalists are all too quick to demonise the young, forgetting that they were once young themselves; I am afraid to say we ‘oldies’ do not always set the good example that we might.

Well done Sacred Heart parents, Headteacher and school staff and well done students – ‘you did yourselves proud’ and ‘bucked the trend’ if indeed there is a trend!
